Camp Napowan Updates 
The second early registration period ends April 19. 
The fee is $260 for a week if paid by April 19, 
otherwise it is $290. Payments should be sent to the 
Council Office. Webelos who join the Troop in time 
to attend Napowan pay $235 before June 1.  
Beginning June 1, the fee for a new Webelos turned 
Boy Scout will be $260. 

One of the new program options this year is for boys 
to spend two weeks at camp and pay only $175 for 
the second week. One of the weeks would need to be 
week 3 (4th of July week). It is not necessary for the 
troop to supply adult leadership for week 3, as it will 
be provided by the camp staff. This is a great way for 
any scout that is interested in spending more time at 
camp to work on merit badges, develop a skill or just 
have fun. It is also a way for any scout to attend 
Napowan even if their troop is not. If the scout 
attends only week 3, they will pay the normal fee, but 
there is no unit requirement to provide adult leaders.

Tell Your UnitÕs Story 
Is there something exciting happening in your unit?  
Get the word out about it and submit a press release 
to the local media!

Special Report: Unit Budgeting 
Each summer, units hold their Annual Planning 
Conferences to plan out the next Scouting year.  
Once the unit has determined their plan for the new 
Scouting year and committed to it, the next step is 
to make a plan for financing this plan.  Once the 
budget plan is made, the next step is to identify the 
sources of unit income.  This would include dues 
and fundraising efforts as well as product sales.  A 
commitment to the plan and the accompanying 
budget will result in a well-run, well-financed unit! 



While doing the unit budget planning, consider all 
the expenses a unit will incur doing the Scouting 
year.  These might include: Registration Fees, Unit 
Charter Fee, Boys' Life, Advancement and 
Recognition, Activities, Camp, Program Materials, 
Training Expenses, Full Uniforms, Reserve Fund 
and Other Expenses.  

Scouting has always encouraged scouts to Òpay 
their own wayÓ.  This is where fundraising and unit 
dues should be considered.  Many years ago a scout 
would bring weekly/monthly dues to the unit and be 
responsible for turning in their money.  This teaches 
scouts about responsibility and the value of a dollar.  
Fundraising is a way to lessen the financial burden 
on all scouts and family members.  Many troops 
have started personal accounts for their scouts.  This 
is a way for the scouts to earn a portion of the 

dollars they raised.  Their portion is put into an 
account for them that they can draw from when they 
owe money for an event or dues.   

Council product sales are an excellent way to raise 
money for a unit.  More information will be 
available on next fallÕs opportunities will be coming 
soon.  If a unit chooses to do itÕs own fundraising 
event, donÕt forget to submit a Unit Money Raising 
Application to the Council Office fourteen days 
before your Fundraier begins.
